 Our trip to America with four of the boys from the drop-in was quite successful in 

a variety of ways. We had an action-packed trip filled with memorable moments. Also, we 

were able to live out our Christian lives in front of them for ten days and spiritual conversa-

tions developed naturally.  

 The trip to America was the catalyst that triggered the formation of “holy club”. 

The boys wanted to be able to learn more about God, Jesus, the Bible, how to be a Chris-

tian, etc. So we began to meet weekly to discuss these things. We continue to meet every 

Monday afternoon for discussion and Bible study. These times have been wonderful, and it 

is great to see them grow in their understanding of God. 

 To build on our value of mentoring young men, we teamed up with Robert Green 

(a volunteer at Greenhill YMCA). We stated a pilot project in which four boys would get 

involved in outdoor activities, weekly, for six consecutive weeks. After each outdoor ses-

sion, we would have a time of discussion around relevant topics to the teens. 

 This project had a knock-on effect on church attendance. After the mentoring 

sessions, I would head off to church for the evening service. The boys asked if they would 

be allowed to come as well. Now, there are many boys and girls from the drop-in that are 

attending the evening services. Some of them have been attending the morning service 

too.
