Missions Update 

Butch & Shirley Hammond 

 Culture shock- am sure you have heard of it but reverse culture shock, what is 

that?  Reverse culture shock is trying to get adjusted to life in the States after 37 years of 

ministry in Vienna, Austria.  It is definitely proving to be a challenge.  (Where are the street 

cars, where is the mail box, the closest post office, how much do stamps cost. Public trans-

portation is non-existent and where to find the best buys takes a lot of research and asking 

lots of questions.  Every now and again, German slips out.  We have the same feelings as 

when we went to Austria for the first time. One thing however has not changed and that is 

we are drinking Austrian coffee. 

 Now we are beginning a new phase of ministry.  We will be continuing our mem-

ber care ministry to our TEAM missionaries in Spain as well as developing a pastoral care 

ministry to local church leaders in Austria.  This will involve taking two trips a year to these 

areas, as well as preparation time, Skype phone calls, correspondence and preparation of 

seminars where appropriate.  So you see we still need your prayers and financial support.
