Bill & Dorothy Ardill ~ Nigeria (currently on home assignment) 
 We have had a busy month and we wanted to fill you in. As you may have heard there were 
more riots in Jos in January and then a few weeks later in several villages south of the city. We have 
been in contact with several SIM missionary families and none of the mission compounds or mission-
aries was involved. These crises have raised the tension level in the city and renewed the nightly cur-
fews including restricting night travel. Thanks for your ongoing prayer for peace in Jos and reconcilia-
tion between the parties. 
 It is about this time in our furlough that we begin to turn our attention to preparing to return 
to Nigeria. In spite of recurrent problems in Jos, we believe the Lord wants us to return for another two 
years. Heather and Anna will be going into 11th grade and our plans would be to stay until their 
graduation from Hillcrest and then return to get them settled in college in the U.S. Heather, So in the 
coming days we will begin our packing, buying clothes and such for the next two years, looking for 
someone to rent our house, helping Marie get ready for next year at Azusa Pacific University, change 
our mailing address and on and on. Thanks for your prayers for the Lord’s peace in this decision and 
for all the details we need to attend to in the coming days.
