This Week . . . 

Ben Haas ~ Ireland 
 

 Well, summer is just around the corner.  The weather here in Ireland recently has been almost 
warm :)  I've been wearing shorts the past few days, trying to help the summer along.  Of course sum-
mers here are not hot, maybe mild, or pleasant, or at best sunny and warm.   
 This year we have had a great addition.  A youth specialties nurse helps out every week with 
our older group.  She has been able to address concerns that the young people have. She is working 
alongside some of the young people to help them to stop smoking.  She is especially gifted with the girls 
that attend the drop-in by engaging them in conversation.  She fits right in, and I look forward to see how 
the young people will continue to respond to her. 
 We have also done a lot of relational mentoring outside the walls of the Kairos Centre. Some 
of the activities include: rock climbing, girls nights, cinema trips, hiking, hair and make up treatments, 
bouldering, night walks, frisbee, going out for food, go-karting, and many other activities.  These are the 
moments that I have personally experienced the most joy in youth ministry.   
 With this in mind, I am excited about the future.  I am especially excited about our upcoming 
trip to America.  I am taking Jordan, one of the interns volunteering with us, and four 15 year old boys to 
America this August when I go home to renew my visa.  They will be staying in my home for ten days.  I 
am hoping that this will be a life-changing experience for them as they are taken away from their normal 
surroundings and see a totally new place.
