7. God allows whatever the Spirit prays for; sometimes _________,

“And he who searches our hearts knows the mind of the Spirit, because the 
Spirit intercedes for the saints in accordance with God’s will. And we know 
that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have 
been called according to his purpose.”
